school activities.

This policy applies to all students at Elmhurst Primary School.  

POLICYPOLICYPOLICYPOLICY    

Elmhurst Primary School understands that students may bring a mobile phone to school, particularly 

if they are travelling independently to and from school or to extra-curricular activities. 

During school hours, mobile phones must be: 

• switched off, and not carried on the student's person or 

• given to the classroom teacher to look after. 

Students are NOT permitted to access their mobile phones during lunchtime and recess.

Mobile phones must not be used: 

• during class or assemblies or in any way that disrupts the learning of others  

• to send inappropriate, harassing or threatening messages or phone calls 

• to engage in inappropriate social media use including cyber bullying 

• to capture video or images of people, including students, teachers and members of the school 

community without their permission 

• to capture video or images in the school toilets, changing rooms and gym.  

Students who use their mobile phone inappropriately at school may be issued with consequences 

consistent with our school’s Student Wellbeing and Engagement and/or Bullying policies.  

In some circumstances, students’ mobile phones may be confiscated and stored securely at the [insert 

location].
